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Abstract

The purpose of the present study was to verify the relationship of mother’s rearing
attitudes perceived by adolescents with their self-esteem and achievement motivation.

The main results of the study were as follows First, maternal warmth and
rejection/restriction was significantly related with adolescents’ self-esteem. Adolescents who
experienced higher maternal warmth showed higher self-esteem, while adolescents who
experienced higher maternal rejection/ restriction showed lower self-esteem.

Second, maternal warmth and rejection/ restriction was significantly related with
adolescents’ achievement motivation. Adolescents who experienced higher maternal warmth
showed higher achievement motivation, while adolescents who experienced higher maternal
rejection/ restriction showed lower achieverment motivation.

As a result, Adolescents’ perception of mother’'s rearing attitude was deeply related to
self-esteem, achievement motivation. Mother’s affectionate attitude closely affected on
Adolescents’ positive development of self-esteem, achievement motivation.
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
